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Example Strategies to Support Student Learning  
Level 1 Entering: Range 0-1.9 

Students:  

➢ Supply charts with simple word frames for answers to questions 

➢ Allow students to give one word or hand signal responses when possible 

➢ Build confidence by rewarding all attempts at responses 

➢ Give example responses such as: I think the rabbit did ____because ________. Then let students choose words to 

complete sentence.  

Level 2 Beginning: Range 2-2.9 
Students: 

➢ Allow students to use graphics to express some oral responses 

➢ Concentrate on students meaning and not just correctness 

➢ Continue to encourage and builds students confidence to speak in class or small groups 

➢ Give example responses using frames “The dog ______ in the park.”  

Level 3 Developing: Range 3-3.9 
Students: 

➢ Supply vocabulary to aide in responses verbally and written 

➢ Provide opportunities for students to present their own knowledge 

➢ Give key words for students to use to begin their responses “accountable talk”  

  

Level 4 Expanding: Range 4-4.9 
Students: 

➢ Provide opportunities and encourage students to use academic language and increasing complex sentence structure 

➢ Provide sentence frames with higher language discourse: “I hypothesize, When looking at the data…” 

➢ Insist on correct and precise language 

 

Level 5 Bridging: Range 5-5.9 
Students: 

➢ Provide opportunities for students to speak in all content areas 

➢ Insist on correct and precise language usage 

 

Level 6 Proficient on 6+ 
Students: 

Students should be able to meet grade level expectations in this area 
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
